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Eveleth, NDAC Veterinarian, Examines ROTC Holds Full Dress Parade • • • 
382 Animals To Help Control Rabies

By examining 382 animals aus­

pected of being rabid last year, Dr. 
Donald Eveleth has probably s:ived 
human lives and suffering, and he 
diflnitely has helped to control the 
disease among animals in this area. 

As veterinarian of the NDAC Ex­
periment station, Dr. Eveleth ex­
amined the 382 animals between 
April 7 and December 15 last year. 
"There is nothing glamorous about 
rabies, it 's just bard work ," says 
Dr. Eveleth. 

When several English bulldogs 
greeted me as I climbed to the third 
floor of the Veterinary building to 
get a story from Dr. Eveleth, I fear­
ed at first that I bad run into 
rabies sooner than I bad counted 
on. But I was reassured by one of

The first positive diagnosis of 
rabies in the current outbreak in 
North Dakota was round in a skunk 
in April 1951. Since then it has 
been diagnosed in dogs, cats, foxes, 
sheep, squLrrels, muskrats, enf\hf!rs, 
rats, swine, skunks and others.

Lt. Col. Robert E. Phillips, ND­
AC's first Professor of Air Science 
and Tactics, will leave here in 
July for his new assignment with 
the AF ROTC Central Co.ntrol of 
the Air University at Maxwell AFB, 
Alabama. In his (our years as PAS 
&T, the AF ROTC unit, grew from 
an advanced class or 23 to the pres­
ent strength of 152. Originally 
the ROTC group was run as a com­
bined activity with the Army until 
the summer of 1949 when AF ROTC 
began its separation. It was in the 
fall of 1949 when a new option, Air 
Installations, was introduced to re­
place the Administration and Sup­
ply Course. Other high points of 
this year were the inauguration of 
the Bernard F. Bennison Squadron 
of the Arnold Air Society and then 
the Society's Jirst testimonial din­
ner. This annual affair was insti­
tuted to point out to the members, 
the fruits of hard work and devo­
tion to duty. The firsl uutstanding 
man to be so honored was Dean 
Robert M. Dolve of the School of 
Engineering. 

1950 started with the forming of 
the colorful AF ROTC Drill Team 
which has since originated and per­
fected some split-second timed ma­
neuvers. The coeds also came into 
the picture with the formation of 
the women's rifte team. The mili­
tary ball for this year hit a new 
peak in decorations and music 
which was supplied by Jimmy Dor­
sey. General G. Angus Fraser, for­
mer adjutant-general of North Da­
kota and a living part of its tradi­
tion, was the recipient of the testi­
monial dinner honors. 

Work well done was recognized 
in August of 1951 when Major Phil­
lips changed his gold leaves to sil­
ver and became a Lt. Colonel. This 
auspicious start heralded an out­
standing year in his tour here. The 
staff was increased to six officers 
and six airmen to provide for an 
additional option, Flight Operat­
tions. This opened AF ROTC to 
all male students. Previously it 
was limited to engineering stu­
dents. 

In quick succession came the 
Air Debs and the first AF ROTC 
participation in intra-mural foot­
ball and basketball. The basketbal­
lers didn't stop with campus com­
petition but with their new uni­
rorrns toured the state for several

games with amateur teams. The 
ski and softball teams rounded out 
the AF ROTC sports picture. As 
the finishing touch to his four ~ar 
tour, Col. Phillips, directed the 
highly i,uccessful testimonial din­
ner for Casey Finnigan. 

Col. Phillips enlisted in the Air 
Forces in December, 1940, took his 
flight training on the west coast, 
and won his wings in August, 1941. 
He flew patrol on the west coast 
from Dec. 1941 to March 1942. 

He then went overseas to Eng­
land where he was with the 8th 
and 9th Air Forces in England, 
France and Belgium. He flew Spit­
fires (English fighters) from 1942 
to 1943. In the early part of 1943 
he was on detached service with 
the 165th RAF Sq. for two months. 

From Oct. 1943, to Nov. 1944, Col. 
Phillips, flew F-51 Mustangs on tac­
tical and reconnaissance missions 
over Europe 

In Dec. 1944, he returned to the 
United States where be was CO 
of the tactical reconnaissance phase 
at Meriden, Miss. In 1945 be mov­
ed to Rapid City, S. D. for a short 
time. 

He returned to Europe in 1946 
to serve two more years as photo 
control and intelligence officer fQr 
the loth Reconnaissance Group. In 
Fed., 1948, he was transferred to 
the U. S. and was stationed at 
Greenville, S. C. as intelligence of­
ficer for the 316th Troop Carrier 
Wing. 

In Sept., 1948 he wes assigned to 
:111-i>AC as its first PAS&T, to set up 
and supervise an AF ROTC pro­
gram to swell the reserve officer 
ranks. 

Col. Phillips was awarded the 
Distinguished Flying Cross, the Air 
Medal with 10 Oak Leaf Clusters, 
the Purple Heart, the Croix de 
Guerre with a bronze star.
