It is one thing 
to dream of the fascinating, glam­
orous life a journalist leads ac­
cording to Hoiiywuu(i, but qui"ic 
another to fill your daily editorial 
space or column..-ven as a guest 
-with entertaining or challenging 
items. 

0£ course, like all newspaper writ­
ers, I had had my forewarnings of 
these trobules; yet I never regret­
ted one minute of this interesting 
and trying period of my life. 

Now you will ask : Would you 
like to go back to this type of work, 
to this form of life? Of course I 
would. A 1>erson who has once ex­
perienced the excitement of incom­
ing news and the ordeal of editing 
it, who has experienced the thrill 
of being the first in bringing out 
a new story and discovering a new 
angle in an all too complicated 
affair, a person used to the noise 
and confusion of an editorial of­
fice, to the humming or the printing 
presses and their fresh-ink smell, 
and the ringing of the telephones 
can never get it out of bis blood, 
out of his system. It will become 
a kind of nostalgia to him, and a 
dream which will never find its 
satisfactory fulfillment. 

And a second question may be: 
Are there differences between the 
work a journalist has to do here 
and the ways of a journalist in the 
old country-specially at the time

Yes, the differences were con­

siderable ones. and I assume they 
still are. The average newspaper 
reader in Europe, of course, likes a 
quick and complete covering of the 
news just as his counterpart does 
here in the United States.

make-up and good journalese suits 
his taste too. But in addition , he 
expects a lot mo1·e. He wants com­
mentaries on the news, a thorough 
analysis of background and chang­
ing conditions, an interpretation of 
the acts and fact of everyday hap­
penings. 

In short , he wants long editoria I , 
leading articles full of additional 
information . full of e:;planations 
and critical appraisals. A journal­
ist in Europe has to be alert, well­
informed, widely read and challeng­
ing in his approach in order to be 
accepted. 

Not journalistic tricks count here, 
but the familiarity with the sub­
ject, the individual interpretation 
and evaluation of it. To be sure, it 
is not an easy job to live up to 
these expectations of an editor, but 
how gratifying it is to be recogniz. 
ed professionally, to have one's 
own efforts followed and sometimes 
even fiercely challenged. , 

Every day you grow with your 
job, and it really does not matter 
whether your journalistic, edltoriel 
writing is in the fields of foreign or 
national policy, in economics, or in 
the fleld of general culture, in the­
atrical reviews or book reports. 

It is like teaching: the new stu­
dents of every new quarter con­
front you with new questions, new 
problems and new challenges. If 
you are once caught up in this type 
of newspaper-writing. It is difficult 
not to enjoy it and even more 
dilTicult not to Jong for it after­
ward.

A Hanover College faculty com­
mittee has issued two reports on 
"The Investigation of Teaching 
Methods" on this ca mpus. One re­
port is based on material gathered 
at student clisr.us!iions. The other 
report is based on discus ions a­
mong members of the faculty. 

T ne stude1ft discus JOns- report 
classified material in to six topics-
11etl,0Js of Lt:c.1chiog, molivalion, 

mannerisms, grading, examinations, 
and cutting. The sections 11n meth­
ods of teaching and motivation 
stress student participation, and 
application of the material being 
studied, and include suggestions 
that would in general alter the 
profes or's presentation to fit th'.! 
student's point of view. 

The mannerisms section strffses 
the importance of effective manner­
isms in PrPWntation and condems 
distrading habit-. in the professor's 
classroom behevior. Th• examina­
tions nction emphasizes th, neces­
sity for variety in tests, returning 
tests promptly, and review sessions. 
Tffts should be staggerH so as not 
to hit at the s.me time in all 
courses. 

The section on grading calls for 
removal of the biased "human ele­
ment" in grading and elimination 
of vagueness. Less rigidity in the 
cut-penalizing system and more 
consideration of specific cai.es are 
called for in the last section of the 
report. This section also suggests 
more responsibility for the student 
in the matter of class attendance, 
bul also asks for standard cut poli­
cy for the entire faculty . 

The faculty report contains com­
ments on the objectives, methods, 
and evaluation of teaching, a dis­
cussion on examinations and grad­
ing, and a section on how the ad­
ministration can help in :tie im­
provement of instruction. 

Joint student-faculty discussion 
groups have been et up to determ­
ine ways of utilizing the material 
in the reports, according to Dr. 
Walter L. Stone, profe sor of so­
ciology and chairman of the com­
mittee.

Public Apathy Could End Nation's Power 

Throughout the pre·election ~riod, citizens we!e coaxed. 
cajoled and almost coerce~ by a variety o.f. pressure mto excer­
cising one of their basic :::-1gh~the nght to vote._ Comm~n.ta­
tors pointed out, at frequent mterva~. _that while 75 million 
voters had registered only about 55 nullion ,~ould vote. H~w 
did those registered non-voters feel th_e _morru~g ~f~r election 
when thex realized the had not pa ti.:1pated rn ~his Phll;ie of 
nation-bwlding? Unfortunately, they probably felt neither 
concern nor compunction. 

Many people have referred to this lack o~ interf:st ~ 
apathy-a lazy man's rationalization. Apat~y !t\ explict m 
its meaning resignation to forces beyond the mdi·~1dual's con­
trol. Certainly not one of the people who elE:cted t,1 ~tay home 
can claim that condition. Apathy JS not the ~seas_e-1gnorance 
of issues. ignorance of the significance of legislation or of con­
gressional behavior upon each indi~idual, absence of party re­
sponsibility- none of these factors IS beyond control. 

There are many sources of information about candidates 
and issue and the voters can change the form of government 
if many candidates continua to stay at home on election day. 
It may be charged without their positive action and in a nega­
tive direction. 

Last week we had a mock election on this campus and 
only about 29 per cent of the students rarticipated. w~ cer­
tainly could not complain of _ignorancE: o iss_ues a_nd ca_ndidates 
since the International Relations club m conJunction with other 
groups offered several programs throughout the year. They 
presented such political figures as Sen. Langer, Sen. Young, 
A. R. Bergeson, Quentin Burdick, Herschell Lashkowitz, Un­
der-Secretary of Agriculture Clarence McCormack, Donald 
Crothers and others. 

Many students attended these discussions and debates, 
more did not. These facts may not be significant in the total 
American political picture as such, but they show that among 
college students having even more formal education than the 
general population, even less interest was exhibited. At least 
the figure variations are in the 40 and 60 per cent catagory in 
general elections. 

The United States faces a problem-it cannot continue to 
preach democracy when its own citizens exercise, in so limited 
a degree, the rights and privileges granted them. Should the 
form of government be changed then? Should party responsi­
bility be introduced? Should the franchise be restricted? Do 
many people really care about democracy and civil rights? The 
Miss Liberty's torch alight.

A new five-year combination Arts 
and Letters-Eugineering program, 
designed to provide the engineer­
ing executive in modern industry 
with a broad cultural and social 
background in addition to technical 
proi!.ciency, has been inaugurated 
this year at the University of Notre 
Dame. 

-The Rev. James E. Norton; C.S.C., 
vke-president in charge of academ­
ic affairs here, in announcing the 
new program, said that although 
some allowa•Jce is made for cultur­
al and socia t training in the stand­
ard four.year engineering course, 
the va~t extent of technical sub. 
jects that must be covered neces­
sarily limits the cultural aspect of 
the student's training. 

Father Norton announced that 
the student successfully complet­
ing the combination Arts and Let­
ters-Enginering program will re­
ceive two degrees from Notre 
Dame. The degree of Bachelor of 
Arts with a major in Engineering­
Science will be awarded at tbe end 
of the fourth year, and the degree 
of Bachelor of Sciences in the pro­
fessional engineering course pur­
sued wiJl be given at the comple­
tion of the fifth year. 

In the first two years of the new 
combination program, according to 
Father Norton, the students will 
follow tlie regular Arts and Let­
ters curriculum except for certain 
prescribed courses in mathematics 
and science. In the third and four­
th years, the pro am becomes pro­
gressively more technical and in 
the fifth year it is completely tech­
nical. 

Father Norton said that students 
entering this program who decide 
on Architecture as their profession• 
al Engineering field receive the 
Arts degree at the end of the .four­
th year like other engineering stu· 
dents, but, in general, two addition• 
al years are !'equired before the 
program for the degree of BachelQr 
of Architecture is completed.
