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Ike Defeats Adlai By 134 Margin; 
anger Edge Morrison, 283-214 

Dwight D. Eisenhower, the Re­
publican candidate, won the mock 
presidential election held at DAC 
last Tuesday. Eisenho\' er defeated 
Adlai Stevenson, the Democratic 
candidate, by a margin of 134 votes. 

In the final tally Eisenhower had 
336 votes and Stevenson 202 votes. 
The Republican presidential victory 
indicated the trend of the state 
election results. In the senatorial 
race William Lang r, Rep-NPL, 
edged Harold A. Morrison Dem., 

by 69 votes. Langer totaled 283 
votes · Iorrison 214.

Controversal Candidate Smashes Civil 
Liberties While Curbing Communism 

One of the great issues of the _ campaign was the issu of 
Communists in gornrnment. t the center of the campaign 
stood a man who had become one of the most controversial 
figures the nation ha~ eyer seen. ~e was the Cand~date of can­
didates, and the arunetles about his success or failure spread 
across state and national lines. 

The candidate had accused some of the nation's most be­
loved military heroes of bein~ traitors. He had told the people 
over atid ovE>r again that a bitter and disappointing war could 
have been a smashing victory if the nation's leaders had not 
been influenced by traitors. Over and over he told them that 
they must unite behind him to keep the forces of communism 
from taking over the nation. 

More liberal voices argued unceasingly to discredit this 
man. They aid he wa · a fanatic with a record of dishonest · 
in public life. They said the dange r of communism taking 
over the country from within was not as consequential by com­
pari on with the smashing of established civil liberties by the 
methods which this man used. They pointed out that some 
of his greatest support came from rich industrialists who 
financed him behind the scenes because they could use him 
to help build a bulwark against the rise of "socialism" . 

But these liberals, in turn, were denounced and discredit­
ed by the Candidate. He defend! d his own practice of riding 
roughshod over all opposition and sc re aming "t ra itor" at any 
who opposed him because, he said, the salvation of the nation 
was at stake. 

Ther were many among the little people who said thi 
ma n was 'going too far '. But many of them added that there 
mu. t be omething in what he said and that, t r uly, the th rca 
of communism was plain for all to see. 

The authorities in the government did not know how to 
deal with th i man. They challenged- he went on telling bi . 
ger lies to his faithful followers. The called upon the people 
to ~o~ow rea · 01;able met~orls and es t2blish:::d legal practice 
Ill uetermm1ng guilt and mnocence to preserve the ~a ic free­
dom. of the r pt(blir, ~ut the Candi~~te scorned their plea~ 
and hurled fre h 111 ecl1 ve at the off1c1als of the governm nt 

Ther " ·a no on ii:i his own pa_rty. who dared to stand up 
openly and denounce thi man for lus hes. The denunciation5, 
of th oppo ition party he dismis ed a " mear " . o then 
am at la t t he day of th election. and the official of the· 

go\'ernment a nd the people of the nation and around the worl : 
,raire.d_ to see how the citizens would deal with th is man. Would 
thC' citizen . who ha,· the fi nal voic . reject him?-Thev did

As one man wrote: "The man who fled from rea lity into 
fantasy and became a devil thereby was able to turn his fanta­
sie~ in to ~ealities. ~ecause his victims ... were bl inded by 
their own insecu rities to the old and simple distinctions be­
!ween what is _actual and what is ill uso ry, what is true and what
