During a recent convocation the NDAC Student Commis­
sion recommended to the student body a plan whereby stu­
dents might be allowed two extra days of vacation. Misunder­
standing regarding the reasoning behind this convocation, the 
manner in which it was announced, and the exact suggestion 
of the Commission have prompted this letter of clarification. 

The convocation in question was called by your student 
government to acquaint the students with a plan they might 
either implement or disregard. No action was taken by the 
Commission binding the campus population to any particular 
scheme-a possible course of action was explained that might 
either be accepted or rejected by the students. 

We have been informed there is resentment on the part 
of some of the faculty concerning the fact that the convocation 
was announced only two hours before it occurred and that 
attendance of members of the faculty and staff was expressly 
forbidden. Notice of the calling and purpose of the convo 
was withheld to insure satisfactory attendance. 

Sureiy no one would attend a meeting to be informed of 
the existance oJ a plan with which they were already familiar. 
Similarly, the staff attendance was prohibited to stimulate stu­
dent curiosity. We trust that the effecacy of this manner of 
annovncement was forcibly demonstrated by the large attend­
ance at the convocation. 

Now for the exact proposal submitted by the Commission. 
The students, through their elected representatives in the stu­
dent government, are to be allowed to choose two days during 
the remainder of the year at which time classes will not be 
held. Of course, these two days of vacation can not be appro­
priated during final week or used to extend interim between 
quarters. 

Here is the all important qualification: the two days off 
will not be granted if class-breakup occurs previous to the 
NDAC-NDU Series. In other words, we are offered two days 
of vacation if' we .forego the few hours of time off provided 
by class-breakup. 

Injury to members of the staff, damage of college prop­
erty, numerous complaints from parents and taxpayers, a piti­
ful lack of attendance at pep convos after class-breakup, and 
concern over the response of the legislature lo mob action 
have apparently reacted to pursuade the administration to 
permit the student government to offer these two days of rest 
and relaxation. 

We repeat, this is only a plan suggested by your student 
government. If there are any students so devoted to the con­
stant pursuit of their academic program that they would not 
enjoy a change of pace from the routine of classwork, we sug­
gest they ignore our plan, for it would involve the sacrifice of 
much more school time than the present tradition of ~lass dis­
turbance. 

If, on the other hand, students welcome an opportunity to 
occasionally neglect their studies and celebrate a holiday with 
their fell ow students, we sincerely believe our proposal is the 
only consistent alternative. We suggest students cooperate 
wholeheartedly and help make the proposed holidays a reality.

Beaux Arts 300-Years Old; 
Colleges Adopt Artists' Idea

In the back of your mind, on the 

tip of your tongue, under your hat, 
or wherever you store useless in­
formation, deposit the name of 
Ecole de Beaux Arts. 

In the weeks ahead, you will 
hear it used frequently, and even 
though it is only partially import­
ant, as a background or _backdrop 
it is pertinent to this article. 

The Ecole de Beaux Arts, the 
full name is Ecole Nationale et 
Speciale des Beaux Arts or school 
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of fine arts as any s·tubborn Nor­
wegian wou ld say, was founded 
over 300 years ago by a French­
man called Mararin. 

Before the school was very old, 
its founder looked at it and said 
"Beaux Arts", (he never could re­
member its first name) you are go­
ing to be the finest school of fine 
arts in the world!" As time went 
by any artist or architect was con­
sidered no better than an uncultur­
ed barbarian unless he had been 
trained by the Beaux arts school. · 

A brighter aspect of the Ecole 
des Beaux Arts were the parti~s 
they threw for the artists of the 
period. As the scope of the cele­
bration grew, its limitations on at­
tendance expanded to includ.e any­
one who wished to attend. 

In time the Beaux Arts Ball was 
imported by other countries. Al· 
though much of the original sig­
nificance was lost, this made little 
diffe rence to the celebrants for, by 
comparison, the Mardi Gras is a 
Puritan tea party. 

With considerable modification of 
the exhuberance that characterized 
former B e a u x A r t s, colleges 
throughout the country have adopt­
ed the idea.

Seifoullah Lotfi 

Loft:i Says Prize Possession 
Presented By Kefflel Ataturk

For Eeifoullah Lotfi, better known 

as "Safi", it was a long road from 
Mar.and, Iran, to Fargo, North Da­
kota. But along the way Safi has 
encountered events and personali­
t ies such as few of us will ever 
know. 

Perhaps the outstanding event 
was meeting Kemal Ataturk, one of 
the most imposing figures in the 
history of the Middle East. In 
1935 the Shah of Iran directed Gen­
eral Ahmed Nakhojovan, command­
er of the Irani"n Air Force, to head 
a nine man military delegation to 
r epresent Iran at the Dewlopment 
of Turkey Celebration. 

Safi was selected for this dele­
gation. After the festivities he 
was presented an inscribed gold 
watch by Kemal Ataturk, the Presi­
dent of Turkey. 

Safi was born in Marand, Iran, 25 
miles from the Russ ian borde,r. He 
received his elementary education 
there, but in order to attend high 
school, if was necessary for him to 
go to Tabriz, the provincial capitol. 

After completing high school, he 
was chosen for the first class to 
attend the newly organized Air 
Force Engineering School in Teher­
an. After completing the course he 
was appointed an Adjutant (a grade 
similar to the U. S. Warrant Offic­
er) in the Iranian Air Force. 

In 1937, while still on active duty 
with the air force, he was sent to 
England for training at the Bristol 
Air Engine company. In England· 
he was first introduced to the 
Christian Faith. After returning

to Iran in 1939 he studied at a mis­
sionary school in Teheran. He was 
baptised on July H, 1946. 

Safi's first prolonged contact with 
AJnericans came while he was 
working as an interpreter and 
mechanic for the U. S. Army con­
trolled Iranian State Railroad dur­
ing the war. This railroad was be­
ing used by allied forces to trans­
port supplies to Russia. 

During this period, Safi's _prov­
ince was being occupied by the 
Russian Army. Questioned about 
this occupation, he replied, " My 
country will never forget the great 
work done by the United States 
and the United Nations at the San 
Francisco Conference to iiberate 
Northern Province, including my 
home, from communist slavery." 

After the war his family's dis­
pleasure over h i s becoming a 
Christian caused Safi to consider 
going to England. But on the ad, 
vice of the missionaries, he came 
instead to the United States. 

After his arrival in the United 
States, Safi enrolled in the Hast­
ings college, Nebraska. He was 
awarded a B. A. degree in 1952. 
After being graduated from Hast· 
ings, advisors suggested he study 
agriculture before returning home. 

On the advice of NDAC Alumni, 
he came to Fargo last Spring. His 
activities include a radio address 
before the Presidential election, 
and currently, a Hereford he pre· 
pared for the Little Internation· 
al. Asked about the animal, he 
. said, "T,hat sonofagun she isn't 
tame enough to walk in front of a 
judge, but I'll do my best."
