Enrollment Increases 
13 % Over Last Spring 

Spring oorm enrollment at ND­
AC is up 13 percent over enroll­
ment for the same quarter , last 
year, according to Merlin Miller, 
director of admissions and records. 
The current enrollment is 1600 as 
compared to 1393 during· spring 
term last year. . 

The school of arts and science 
has the hea,viest enrollment with 
348 men and 89 women. Engineer­
ing is a close second with 420 men 
and one woman. ' 

Enrollment in other schools in­
cludes agriculture, with 293 men 
and one woman; home economics, 
with 229 women; pharmacy, with 
150 men and ten women; and chem­
istry with 54 men and five women. 

The freshmen class is the larg­
est with 479 students. Other classes 
follow with 381 sophomores, 322 
juniors and 319 seniors. 

Of the entire enrollment 274 are 
veterans, 167 from the Korean war.

d that free immunization against 
etanus, or lock-jaw, may be obtain­
d by all_students through the Stu-
ent Health Center. · 
Dr. Fortney, in stressing the im­
rtance of immunization, points 

ut that each year tetanus causes 
any deaths ·as the result of body 
ounds such as lacerations or punc­

ure wounds through which the 
tanus organisms enter the body. 
The new "wonder drugs" are 

ery little help in treating the · dis­
ease, he comments, while immuni­
ation using tetanus toxoid gives 
ractlcally one hundred percent 

immunity. The injections three to 
our weeks apart are required, fol­
lowed after one year, by a booster 
injection. 

In case of injury, · the only treat­
ment necessary for an immunized 
person is another booster shot. Any 
number of these booster shots may 
be taken without danger to the in­
dividual.
