Graduate School To Officially Open; Smith Named Dean

A Graduate School at the North
Dakota Agricultural College will
be officially opened on July first
this year, according to Dr. Fred S.
Hultz, NDAC President. Although
the college has awarded 285 Mast-
er of Science degrees in its 64
years of operation, NDAC has nev-
er had an independent graduate
faculty nor a graduate school
Dean.

Dr. Glenn S. Smith, Principal
Plant Breeder at NDAS has been
named Dean of the new Graduate
School. A representative from
each of the schools of Agriculture,
Applied Arts and Sciences, Chem-
istry, Engineering, Home Econom-
ics, Pharmacy and the Experiment
Station will make up a Graduate
Council who will advise Dean
Smith in the administration of the
graduate school.

The Graduate School will draw
its faculty from the other scho_ols
on the campus without employing
additional staff. In addition to the
Master of Science and Master of
Education degrees currently offer-

er, some Doctoral degree programs
will be added.

Dean Smith was born in Bottin-
eau County and attended grade
and high school at Dickinson
where his father, Ralph Smith,
was employed by the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture and the Dick-
inson Experiment Station. Dr.
Smith received his Bachelor of
Science degree at NDAC in Agron-
omy in 1929 and went on to get
his Master of Science degree at
Kansas State College in 1931 and
his Ph.D. at the U. of Minnesota
in 1947.

In 1947 Smith became the As-
sociate Dean of the School of Ag-
riculture and Associate Director of
the Experiment Station at NDAC.
In 1951 he was named Principal
Plant Breeder and Chief of the
Division of Plant Industry at
NDAC, positions he will continue
to hold in addition to his new dut-
ies.

Among the scholastic honors
held by Dean Smith are member-
ships in Phi Kappa Phi and Alpha

.

Zeta, National scholastic honorary
fraternities; membership in Gam-
ma Sigma Delta, National agri-
cultural research honor society
and a membership in Sigma XI,
Scientific research honor' society.

Dr. Smith has been responsible
for the development of four new
strains of durum wheat, all of
which have been grown extensive-
ly in North Dakota and two of
which are still popular growing
strains in the state. The Stewart
and Carleton durums were devel-
oped in 1943, the Vernum durum
in 1946 and the Nugget durum in
1948. Dr. Smith is presently en-
gaged in rust-resistance research.

Dr. and Mrs. Smith have three
children—Nanecy (Mrs. Robert Our-
adnik, a 1953 graduate in Home
Economics at NDAC; Ronald, a
freshman in Applied Arts &
Sciences at NDAC; and Robert, a
sophomore at Fargo High.

A complete Graduate School
catalog will be prepared and
ready for distribution before
school opens at NDAC in Septem-
ber. .

Other features of the Little In-
ternational are the Harmonaires
Quartet and the Woychick Sisters
with the accompaniment of Lloyd
Collins at the organ, providing
musical entertainment during the
show.

Cereal Technology To
Test Mexican Wheat

The cereal technology depart-
ment of the NDAC experiment
station recently received a $5,000
a year grant to test rust resistant
varieties of wheat for milling and
baking qualities. Work is already
under way on this project and
over 200 samples of early genera-
tions are being tested.

The project was undertaken to
fill the urgent need- for wheat
varieties that are resistant to race
15B stem rust. The Mexican gov-
ernment has given full coopera-
tion to plant breeders and by
growing the varieties in that coun-
try two crops may be raised in
one year.

This will speed the release of
rust resistant wheat by doubling
the amount of seed available for
propagation. The wheat that is
grown is sent to the NDAC labor-
atory for quality checks.

The grant is to run for three
years, and at the end of that
time the project will be re-evaluat-
ed to determine whether it should
be expanded or dropped.

Structures Class To
Have Building Project

Agriculture students in the farm
structures class are getting prac-
tical experience in the construec-
tion of farm buildings. They are
building a garage to be used on
the NDAC farmstead.

George Pratt, instructor of the
class, has his students draw up the

No
amount of training and practice will give you as much self
confidence and courage—or as much persuasiveness—as your
own firm conviction in the truth of what you are saying.

You can create such conviction—and the enthusiasm
with which to express it—even for a subject in which at first
you may find little interest. Persist in your study of a topic
and you will surely discover something that you can say about
it from the bottom of your heart.

When you have a message, and when you have convic-
tion, you will find that you will be able to speak effectively
without too much conscious effort. Two thousand years ago,
Horace expressed this very idea when he wrote: “Seek not for
words, seek only facts and thought. And crowding in will
come the words unsought.” You will find his advice just as
sharp and to the point today as it ever was.

New Positions Opened
By Ordinance Corps

Excellent opportunities for ad-
vanced specialized and technical
training in the field of ammuni-
tion inspection was made possible
recently by the arrangements
made by the Ordnance Corps of the
Department of the Army with the
U. S. Civil Service Commission.

This new program set up by the
Ordnance Corps is one to recruit
college graduates for Ammunition
Inspector (Surveillance) positions
at the trainee level, GS-5 at $3410
per year.

According to the training pro-
gram established, qualified persons
will be given 12 weeks pre-school
training at Black Hills Ordnance
Depot, promoted to GS-6 positions
at $3795 a year and sent to Savan-
na Ordnance Depot, Savanna, Illin-
ois for a 6 month course of tech-
nical instruction. Upon successful
completion of this course trainees
will be promoted to the GS-7
grade level at $4205 a year either
immediately or not to exceed 6
months after the course is com-
pleted.

To qualify applicants must be
graduates with a degree either in
the fields of science or engineer-
ing, specifically, chemistry, chem-
ical engineering, physics, mechan-
ical engineering, electrical engin-

eering, and allied fields, or have
completed work equivalent to a
major in the scientific or engin-
eering field specified, for example
a degree in education with a
major in chemistry.
