They’re Heroes

Reprinted from the Louisville Courier-Journal, on the
trial of former prisoners of war accused of helping the Com-
munists).

There is, to many people, an essential injustice in bring-
ing these men, who suffered bitterly, to trial. The injustice
is compounded by the fact that no general instructions cover
or could cover the behavior of men who are made captives by
barbarians. Warfare in Korea brought the new hazard of cap-
ture by men who do not recognize international codes for the
treatment of prisoners and who permitted no Red Cross in-
spection or interference.

This, it seems to us, is where the Army of the United
States has set foot on a difficult and dangerous road. What
in effect is the army saying to men who may be captured in
the future? Is it not forcing them to consider two impossible
choices: one of a standard of conduct impossibly noble under
the terrible circumstances of capture, or the other of death
in battle rather than the risk of failing to measure up to
such a standard?

Such a choice as this is not only hard on morale. It is an
immoral one fo put up to men facing death or disaster. We
are expecting men to rise to standards not one civilian in a
million will ever be called on to meet.
