Bison held the vaunted · Concordia 
Cobbers to a scoreless tie for two 
quarters in the season opener for 
both squads held at Dacotah field 
September 12. The Cobbers sewed 
up the game with three touch­
downs in the second half while 
the Herd could garner only one 
with the final score ending at 
20 to 7. 

Before an overflow crowd of 
nearly 6,000, the Herd showed 
amazing defensive capacity in 
stopping the dazzling Cobber run­
ning attack for two · quarters.
