it is the “worst menace you can
encounter on street or highway
. . the nation’s most dangerous
drivers,” reports the January issue
of Popular Science Monthly. -

Only a small percentage of the
young men in this bracket can
be called “problem drivers,” but
they swell the accident record
for their classes; they cause in-
surance rates to climb; and they
give the category, as a whole,
its alarmingly black reputation.

The basis for this reputation?
Popular Science (quoting the Na-
tional Safety Council and JIowa
State’s Driving Research labora-
tory) says: “Only 15 percent of
U. S. drivers are under 25 years
old . . . but this group is involved
in 27 percent of fatal accidents.”

Driver research laboratories
and safety officials are studying
means of combating this prob-
lem. And they’re achieving re-
sults. But the insurance com-
panies aren’t idle either.

At the present time, in most
regions, cars owned or operated
principally by a young man carry
an insurance rate at least double
that of the family car driven by
the older folk. Even so, says
Popular Science, “The National
Bureau of Casualty Underwriters
is campaigning to boost this to
triple the older drivers’ rate.”

But the worst condemnation of
the “young problem driver” ap-
pears not in the stark statistics,
but in the following statement
(made to a Popular Science writer
by an insurance executive): “You
cant refuse a man insurance just
because he’s single and under 25,
but we’d sure like to.”

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A Colorful And Interesting Background

“I learned to like the prairie
country and I felt quite happy to
come back to it” said Dr. Leo Her-
tel, who came to North Dakota
from the eastern part of Berlin,
Germany which is now occupied
by Poland.

In the summer of 1934, Dr.
Hertel came to Mitchell, South
Dakota, where he spent two years
teaching languages at Dakota Wes-
leyan College. He then taught
languages and philosophy at Frank-
lin College in Indiana. In 1944-45,
Dr. Hertel worked with the Office
of Strategic Services in Washing-
ton, D. . This was the wartime
predecessor of today’s Central In-
telligence Agency and is concern-
ed with warfare intelligence and
psychological warfare.

In 1952, he came to NDSC and
here he is chairman of the
language department, professor
of philosophy and editor of the
North Dakota Institute for Re-
gional Studies.

Dr. Hertel achieved his bache-
lor's degree in Germany from a
classical secondary school and col-
lege known as a Gymnasium. Af-
ter attending four universities
Berlin, Breslou, Cologne and Mu-
nich, he received his Ph.D. in his-
tory.

It was at Munich that Dr.
Hertel met his wife, a native
of Duluth, Minnesota &nd a
graduate of Carleton College in
Minnesota. She was working on
her Ph.D. in Comparative Liter-
ature. They were married in
Danzig where Dr. Hertel was edi-
tor of a German newspaper. He
was editor of another paper in
Breslou.
