Prof. Stoa Receives Blue Key Award 
For Outstanding Contributions To SC 

Prof. Theodore E. Stoa, agron­
omist, and professor and chairman 
of agronomy at NDSC, was award­
ed the Blue Key Doctor of Service 
Award May 8 for his outstanding 
contributions to NDSC and North 
Dakota. 

The award, made annually by the 
Blue Key national service frater­
nity at NDSC, was pr~sented to 
Professor Stoa at NDSC's Honors 
Day Convocation by James Feeney, 
president of the fraternity. 

Feeney referred to Professor 
Stoa as "a dedicated researcher, 
scientist, administrator, advisor, 
teacher, and public servant-a man 
who has contributed much to 
NDSC's international reputation in 
agriculture." Feeney added: 

"His many research papers and 
published articles on crops and 
new varieties of grains provide a 
constantly flowing fountain of prac­
tical information for the state, na­
tion, and world. North Dakotans 
seek and respect his opinions and 
judgments." 

In a special ceremony after the 
presentation, Mr. Stoa's portrait 
was hung in the new Doctor of 
Service Picture Gallery on the sec­
ond floor of the NDSC library. The 
gallery contains portraits of all re· 
cipients of the award. 

In great demand as a crops ex· 
pert and judge, Mr. Stoa has been 
invited twice to be a judge at 
Canada's Royal Agricultural Fair. 
For several years he has been one 
of five grain judges at the Inter­
national Grain and Hay Show in 
Chicago. 

He is chairman of the North Cen­
tral Branch of the American So­
ciety of Agronomy and a member 
of the North Central Region Seed 
Distribution Committee and the 
North Central Committee on the 
Introduction, Multiplication, and 
Preservation of Germ Plasm. He 
is state chairman of the Corn 
Plasm Preservation Committee and 
Seed Distribution Committee.
