A special working space has
been set up in the Union Ball-
room, One hundred workers can
be used at once. According to

Suellen, work will continue all
day and even into the night if
it is necessary to do the job.

Students will be served coffee
as they work, so breaks between
classes, during the noon hour, af-
ter classes or any time during the
day could be spent to good advan-
tage for the Name Change. The
work is not hard, though it is
time-consuming.

“When we tested how long it
might take,” Suellen said, “we
found that one person could ad-
dress 15 pieces a minute, so one
hour of work would mean 300
more can be mailed to help
change the name.”

Alumni will also be on hand to
aid in the mailing marathon and
everyone is asked to do their part.
To start the ball rolling, Greek
fraternities and sororities have
been assigned certain hours so
the work will continue throughout
the day.

Wilhelm and Bobbi Nelson.

The story was written by George
S. Kaufman and Morris Ryskind.
Music and lyrics were done by the
renowned George and Ira Gersh-
win. It is the only musical comedy
ever to win a Pulitzer Prize, since
its theme is one that is always
popular.

Interest in the play has already
manifested itself in the form of
increased season ticket sales. Thus
far they have exceeded last year’'s
sale by about four times. Price

for season tickets is $3.00. Regular
box office prices will hold for all
“Of Thee I Sing” performances.

Department. Assisting Chiches-
ter will be Art Cervinka, gradu-
ate speech and drama student,
and Marilyn Nass of the physi-
cal education department.

Other observers have noted that a major reason for the
stringent tests and the need for mechanical knowledge is that

in Russia, unlike the United

States, ‘“service” stations are

usually 60 to 90 miles apart. They are all government-owned
and rarely offer motor oil, water, repair facilities or indoor

rest rooms.

Accordingly, and in contrast to
the United States where 200,000
service stations and countless gar-
age-fueling facilities compete to
meet the needs of our 84 million
drivers, Russian motorists must be
able to handle highway break-
downs unassisted since they can-
not depend on finding convenient
service nearby.

Know Engine Construction

To pass the driving tests in
Russia, Dr. Noffsinger says,
“not only must the applicant
know the laws and the meaning
of signs and signals, he must
know intimately the construc-
tion of the engine and the me-
chanical parts of the car and
demonstrate how to make all
but major repairs on the car
at whatever point they may be
needed.”

Before applying for a license,
Dr. Noffsinger says would-be Rus-
sian drivers must be at least 17%
years old and have completed 10
years of schooling.

In addition, each must have a
passport (allowing him to travel in
Russia itself), must pass a medical

examination, present two photo-
graphs and show ability to pay for
the government driving tests.

50 Hours of Instruction

Then he must undergo 50 hours
of special driving instruction, in-
cluding oral and written exercises,
study of mechanics and road prac-
tice in a car, a light truck and a
heavy truck. This instruction -can
be taken at a vocational school or
from a qualified chauffeur, but a
certificate of completion is neces-
sary for the final test.

If he fails the test more
than once, the applicant’s school
certificate is revoked and he
must repeat the full 50-hour
course again.—From “0Oil Facts”
pamphlet.
