® There is going to be an in-
creasing demand on the parts
of more people for a college
education.

® More people will seek de-
grees from universities, so more
students will transfer in as jun-
iors. This will weaken frater-
nities.

® There will be greatly in-
creased costs to education. The
taxpayer will demand that the
university turn out highly-quali-
fied students, This means tough-
er regulations.

® Students are going to have
to spend more time studying.

This will work to inhibit social
activities.

® There is a growing trend
toward early marriages. Mar-
ried students don’t as a rule
join fraternities.

® Unless fraternities adapt
to the vastly changed situations
which will confront them, they
haven’t got much chance of
growing in the years ahead.

CRAM COURSE NO. 2: BIOLOGY

The grisly shadow of final exams looms over us, so today in
this column instead of merry quips and homely saws, you will
find hard facts—quick cram courses to help you through the
or?;al ahx.

Last week I gave you a rapid survey of Modern European
History. Now let us turn to Ili)iology. v =

Biology is divided into several phyla, or classes. First is
the protozoa, or one-celled animal. All life stems from the one-
celled animal. Over a space of millions of years, life slowly
evolved until today we have animals with as many as 12 cells.
Some larger mammals claim they have 14 to 16 cells, but you
know how larger mammals lie.

The second class of animals is the periphera—a shadowy
category that borders often on the vegetable., Take, for example,
the sponge. The s onge is definitely an animal. The washeloth,
on the other hand, is definitely not.

Next we come to the arthropoda, or insects. Most people,
of course, find insects fairly repulsive—and yet, if one will but
look, there is exquisite beauty in the insect world. Who does
not remember the lovely insect poems of William Cullen
Sigafoos—such enchanting lyrics as Tumbling Along with the
Tumbling Tumblebug, Fly Gently, Sweet Aphid, and Gnats My
Mother Taught Me. Mr. Sigafoos has been inactive since the
invention of DDT.

Our next category is the mollusca—lobsters, shrimp, and
the like. Lobsters are generally found under rocky projections
on the ocean bottom. Shrimp are generally found in a circle
around a small bowl containing cocktail sauce. Marlboro Cig-
arettes are generally found at any tobacco counter or vending
machine.

Are Today's Women
Superior to Men?

Is there such a thing as fe-
male superiority? This question
was the topic discussed by Dr.
William Hawkinson, chairman
of child development and fam-
ily relations who spoke to the
NDSU 4-H Club in Morrill Hall
on March 29.

He based his lecture on ques-
tions asked 61 NDSU male stu-
dents concerning female super-
iority.

Dr. Hawkinson’s discussion
covered such statements as:
“History is studded with ac-
complishments by females,”
“Women live longer than men”
“Women are less physically
awkward than men,” and “al-
though women have more emo-
tional problems, men have more
vlcers.”

He elaborated on these state-
ments pointing out that men

have made more accomplish-
ments in history because ac-
complishments are products of
opportunities and throughout
history men have had more op-
portunities than women.

In reference to the other
questions he said that women
do live longer than men, phys-
ical awkwardness is determined
by the situation, and men have
ulcers because they don’t ex-
press their feelings.

Dr. Hawkinson said that the
purpose of this survey was to
create an understanding of why
these statements were true or
false and not just to see if a
student could answer them in
a yes or no manner.

Dr. Hawkinson, a graduate of
Ohio State University, is also
an instructor in sociology in the
School of Arts and Sciences.

It there
is a large enough demand for
the use of it; we will keep it
open from now on,” stated
Kaiser.

Rosters for team sports were
handed out to all representa-
tives at the meeting. They must
be turned in by next Monday
with the $3 entry fee.

It was announced by Kaiser
that the Edgewood Golf Course
will open on April 15, thus en-
abling the organizations to or-
ganize intramural golf teams to
start playing on this date.

The board discussed the poss-
ibility of having a change of
policy concerning the golf set-
up. Some members felt that
the games lasted too long, so
they suggested that nine holes
of golf constitute a match in-
stead of the wusual eighteen
holes. No action was taken on
this proposal because some de-
finite plan will have to be set
up soon to offset the loss of in-
terest in golf. Last year only
one team finished the schedule
setup.

It
was decided that the board
would have to outline some plan
in the near future to promote
more interest in this intramural
sport if it is to continue.

pr. Dinwoodie was North

NDSU campus. He was on the
_Athletic Board of Control dur-
ing the 30’s and was a life-long
backer of NDSU athletics.

He was a 1911 graduate of
NDSU and completed studies as
a doctor of veterinary medicine
in Pennsylvania in 1913,

After Dr. Dinwoodie left Far-
g0 in 1941 he was executive
assistant in the U, S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture at Fort
Collins, Colo., until 1947 when
he went into the veterinary ser-
vice division of the Bureau of
Animal Industry stationed at
Garden City, Kan., Devils Lake,
N. D., and Billings, Mont.
