The Bison are not without 
f.alent of their own, however. 
Three returning All-Ameri­
cans; Lon Brew (142 pounds), 
Dalfin Blaske (190 pounds), 
and Don Meyer (Hwt.), form 
the nucleus of the Bison squad 
and .backing them are some of 
the most talented wrestlers in 
the area.
