The idea of a Union was 
first conceived in 1943 as a 
memorial to commemorate 
the SU men and women who 
died _while serving their 
country. On June 5, 1947, the 
student body voted to 
recommend a five dollar 
quarterly assessment to all 
students for the union 
building fund. 

The next step was to form 
the "1000 Club" to solicit 
donations. As funding in­
creased, Dale Brostrom was 
appointed as director. An ar­
chitect designed the facility, 
and soon construction had 
begun on the 50,000 square 
foot building. 

In 1958, the south enci_ of 
the present building was ad­
ded and the bowling lanes 
were relocated _i nto their pre-

sent position. 
In 1964, the Union was 

again enlarged, this time an­
nexed to the south and east 
w a 11 s · of th e o·r i g i n a I 
building. The total square 
footage was then at 100,000 
square feet. 

The year 1971 saw another 
addition, this time in the 
form of an expanded west 
entrance and exterior patio 
area. Air condittoning was 
added to areas of the Union 
and remodeling was com­
pleted on the main floor 
lounge and hallway area. 

The addition of the Family 
Life Center as an adjoining 
building was completed in 
1975. This addition included 
an art gallery and the 4-H 

. Conference Center complex. 
The latest renovat ion was 

in 1976 when the food ser­
vices facilities were 
remodeled ana renamed the 
Twenty After. 

The future pl_ans for the 
Union . have not yet been 
finalized, but the Union 
Board of Directors hopes to 
change.the Union to make it 
more assessible to han;
