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Field House policies
explained by Sponberg

The policies and procedures
used in determining free play
hours for .the New Field
House were explained Sunday
to the Student Senate by Dr.

dAdryn Sponberg, director of
athletics and  physical
education. =

“The primary function of
the field house is for physical
education instruction,”’ sald
Sponberg. ‘‘Next is inter-
collegiate athletics and
beyond that is intramural ac-
tivities and recreation.”

Spongberg said even
though the field house staff
tries to schedule free play
seven days a week, there are
conflicts. Qutside events that
often cut into free play time
are difficult to avoid.

“The only two things that
are commercial enterprises
are the boat show and the
Shrine Circus,’”” said Spon-
berg. ‘‘Beyond that the
biggest problem we have is
track meets. The New Field
House is one of only two
facilities in the state that can
house them.”

Sponberg said the staff
tries” to-allow outside events
to interfere with no more than
four class days a quarter.

“We try to conflict as in-
frequently as possible, but
with the number of events we
have to schedule, it’s difficult,
We do make every effort not
to schedule commercial even-
ts,”” he said.

Sponberg said he thinks

there would be inefficiency
in keeping the building open
for more hours. :
“I think from an efficiency
standpoint the present
system works pretty well,”” he
said. “I'm not sure that ad-
ded hours would increase
student utilization.”’

Sponberg said there might
be a better way of publicizing
free play hours and promised
to investigate it.

Resolutions against change in
drop, registration dates passed

Two resolutions opposing
changes in the drop date and
the registration date were
passed by the Student Senate
at its meeting Sunday night.

Both resolutions were
drawn up after proposals
were made by the Student Af-
fairs Commitee of the Univer-
sity Senate that would move
the drop date up to the second
week of the quarter and the
registration date to the day
before the start of each quar-
ter.

The resolution opposing the
change in drop date states
that it is important that
students be given a fair chan-
ce to make judgment on the

* value of a given class and that

one week of classes is not
enough time to judge a class
with regards to the benefit of
taking it.

It also points out that
students may incur other con-
flicts throughout the duration
of the quarter and they
should be allowed to resolve
these conflicts by making
changes in their classes.

The resolution opposing the
change in registration date
states that students should
have the full length of quarter
breaks for their own use and
the current registration
system does not conflict with
those breaks.

It also says that there are
long waits with the current
system and that the waits
would be even longer if all
students, including new
students, were forced to
register 'at the same time.

Another advantage of the
current system that is poin-
ted out by the resolution is

that students are able to
avoid long lines at the Varsity
Mart by purchasing their
books before the new quarter
begins, which wouldn’t be
possible under the commit-

tee’s proposal.
The Senate also passed a
resolution amending its

bylaws to limit its senators to
three absences during each
quarter, with or without
proxy.

The resolution states that
the senator’s assistant will be
of the same district as the
senator and attend Senate
meetings as voting proxy for

the senator.

It also states that in cases
when both the senator and
the senator’s assistant are
unable to attend a Senate
meeting, a proxy from the
senator’s district will be
chosen by the senator. The
chosen proxy will be given a
signed statement delegating
the senator’s vote to the
proxy. The statement will be
given to the chairman prior to
calling the Senate meeting to
order.

The next Senate meeting
will be Sunday at 7 p.m.

Paradise Alley by Sylvester Stallone

On bookstore shelves,
somewhere boxed between
the works of Solzhenitsyn and
Steinbeck, springs the fiction
of Sylvester Stallone. First
there was Rocky, and now
there is a book and screenplay
entitled Paradise Alley.

His new book is set in Hell’s
Kitchen (Stallone’s birth-
place), New York City. In the
summer of 1946 finds
Stallone’s ghetto crowded
with  gaggling  winos,
prostitutes and clans of Irish
and Italian blood.

The story is about the three
Carboni brothers—Victor the
iceman, World War II vet and
undertaker Lenny and con
man Cosmo—whose love for
each other is splintered by
another feeling they share: an
urge to beat it out of the slum.
Their hopes for escape depend
on witless Victor’s rise in the
world of barroom wrestling.

After Victor is convinced
by Cosmo to hang up his ice
tongs, he begins training by
tossing bricks and plumbing

fixtures across a vacant lot.

» With Lenny as a promoter, he

wins 41 straight matches.

But Lenny is a ruthless, in-
sane businessman, who steals
Cosmo’s girlfriend and leads
his other brother into a ring
to be kicked and bloodied.

Seeing Lenny grow cold,
Vic bets all their winnings
($9,000) against Frank the
Thumper in what he hopes to
be his final bout. The climac-
tic fight is staged in a private
club, which is, appropriately,
called Paradise Alley.

Stallone has written this
book humorously, and given
heart to the most wretched
urban setting and characters.
The street dialogue and his
candid style and message are
asclear as in Rocky.

Though the movie will be in
town soon, impatient fight
fans can find illustrations and
16 pages of photos in the
paperback, along with the
suprising victor of the final
match.

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~ Concert brings down house to put up new one

Festival Hall accom-
modated the largest assem-
blage of jazz talent this area
has ever seen Sunday night.
And the interesting thing is,
the musicians involved were
predominately localites who
had little to gain from this in-
vestment of time and energy
outside of a bit of exposure
and a damn good time.

There were nearly 50
musicians involved for the
Ward Dunkirk Jazz Benefit
Concert. All of them donated
their talents for a common
goal-a new music education
center at SU.

Granted, the revenue
gained from the 500 or more
ticket holders in attendance
would probably supply little
more than light bulbs for
the proposed building, but the
main purpose was the
psychological boost--the hope
for more momentum.

Perhaps that’s why the
concert was such a tremen-
dous success. It was a
benefit, not only for the music
building, but for the cause of
music itself. There were no
musicians lining up for
paychecks at the end. No
promoters taking their cut
and splitting for 'the next
flight out of town. Just music
for music’s sake.

As a result of this general
attitude and mood surroun-
ding the concert the perfor-
mance was spontaneous but
professional, as jazz should
be. For those in the audience,
it was something of a two-
hour history lesson in the
development of America’s
main original art form.

While the music selections
followed no definite

chronological order along the
jazz timeline, the different
facets of jazz were covered
well.

Ward Dunkirk started the
evening out with a piano and
vocal ballad, ‘‘Moments to
Remember.” He paused long
enough during the melody to
recall his younger days at SU.

As a freshman, he remem-
bered walking around campus
with (Good Lord how things
have changed and thank God
they have) a green and yellow
beanie on his head.

The Eidem-€ondell Or-
chestra continued the evening
with “Fly Me to the Moon,”’ a
big band blues number in the
mold of Count Basie’s Kansas
City shuffle style. They con-
tinued with several numbers
reminiscent of the 30s and
40s swing era.

The next portion took a 30-
year jump in time to the
present. The Moorhead State
University Faculty Jazz En-
semble took a contemporary
approach with their selections. A
Chick Corea composition,
“Spaln, was included in their

Ward took the stage again
with a sextet of fine local
musicians who all took im-
provisational solos during a
medley of ballads, including
Rogers and Hart’s “My Fun-
ny Valentine.” This set was a
good sample of the soft,
melodic jazz combo music
that gained popularity when
big bands came under finan-
cial difficulties in the late 40s.
The smaller jazz. groups of this
nature remain popular (and
economically feasible) today.

John Coltrane was a tenor
saxophonist who wag in-
strumental in paving the way
for modern jazz in the 50s and
early 60s. John DiFiore of-
fered a proper dedication to

#this late jazz giant with lis
performance of ‘‘Blues for
Coltrane.”

After intermission, local
vocalist Harriet Olson per-
formed the featured female
