The · number-one choice of

· is the most obviously creative 
work in the exhibit. It's also 
the only really impressionis­
t!c study in the show and the 
artist's rendition of Miss 
Montoya's shoulder just 
shouldn't be missed. 

-Another eye-catcher is 
"Rock Band," a collection of 
ceralllic figurines by Atlee. 
Simpson of Valley City. The 
figures are a hilarious trio of

Jacqueline McElroy of 
Grand Forks has one of her 
best wor~ on disolay, a seri­
graph entitled "Drain Field."

A series of charcoal 
cube studies tha't aren't even 
well executed don't deserve a 
place in a statewide art show. 

There .are many works in 
this collection that are down· 
right homespun: bland rep· 
resentational photos and 
sketches of prairie barns, 
fields and fences, completely 
lacking in creative adrenaline.
