"It has a 
higher premium but is level 
thoughout life.

Malvey explained the im­
portance of a college student 
buying insurance now rather 
than waiting until he gets a 
job or a family. 

"The amount of money that 
you pay in premiums to age 65 
is the same whether you buy 
it at 20, 30, or 40 years of 
age," he said.

Despite a slight similarity to 
Talking Heads, Urban Verbs 
is a rock · 'n' roll band. Like 
other great groups · it has 
taken t he best from its 
sources and fused these 
elements into a new and uni­
que s~>Und of its own. · 

The guitarist has _learned to 
play great lead guitar in a 
rhythm guitar style of Pete 
Townsend. 

The bass and drums are 
solid, never too heavy oi: ob­
trusive, even when the band 
is trying something never 
done quite that way before. 

And the synthesizer play­
ing is perhaps the most in­
telligent heard on vinyl. 

Its first album consists of 
nine original songs, and 

· there's not a weak one in the 
bunch. They range from the
