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Music ed ·center 
gets House OK ... 
. it's on to Olson

The North Dakota House of 

Representatives has given its 
final approval to the addi­
tional $600,000 needed to com­
plete construction of the SU _ 
music education center. . 

The OK came late yester­
day after a 72-24 vote. 

The House had asked for 
the vote on the music building 
to be separate from the defi­
ciency bill it was included in. 
Legislators labeled the bill a 
controversial one which rais­
ed special questions. 

Some lawmakers felt SU 
had not handled the original 
appropriation (for the music 
building) properly and 
wondered why the additional 

money was needed. 
Another concern was that 

the request should have been 
included with the SU budget 
presentation instead of being 
attached to a deficiency ap­
propriation request for the 

· departments and institutions 
of the state. 

Rep. Steve Swiontek 
(R-Fargo) said the reason it 
wasn't was because the bill 
that had cleared in t he Senate 
included other buildings in 
need of deficiency appropria­
tion. 

The music building bill now 
goes to Gov. Allen Olson for 
final approval. That action is 
expected early next week. 

When they say 'no ~ts,' 
housing people mean it

Live on campus and have a 

pet? Not for long. 
Notices were mailed this 

week to married students in 
West Trailer Court, leaving 
them the choice of giving up 
their pets or moving off the 
premises by Friday. 

Pets in married student 
housing is in violation of the 
r~sident's housing con.tract, 
according to Matthew Mauk, 
SU housing area supervisor. 

He said the university 
has had the "no pet" rule for 
32 years and every resident in 
married student housing is 
aware of that°rule. 

"Those people with pets 
have consciously violated 
their agreement with the 
university," Mauk said. 

"I know there are at least 
three domestic cats in West 
Court," Mauk continued. "But 
since they were loose when I 
saw them, I couldn't identify 
them to any particular trailer 
or owner." 

Besides trouble with pets 
in West Court, Mauk said 
there are about a dozen feral 
cats running through the 

court. These cats, he said, are 
creating a sanitation problem 
by living under t he trailers. 

"The domestic cats are pro­
bably going to breed with 
these feral cats," Mauk said. 
"Then the problem will be 
worse." 

If a resident is found to 
have a pet, he will have to 
choose between the pet and 
moving, Mauk said. However, 
the university cannot ask any 
resident to move until there is 
positive proof there is a pet in 
the trailer. . 

"This is the U.S. of A. - I 
don't believe in snooping 
around a man's trailer to find 
if he has a oet or not," Mauk 
said. "But if I see ·a dog chain· 
ed to a trailer tongae, I'm go­
ing to talk to that student." 

In one instance, Mauk said, 
he saw a cat on the doorstep 
of a residence. When he ap­
proached the cat, it began 
scratching on the door to be 
let in. , 

"Even the · actions of the 
animal can positively identify 
it to a residence or owner," he 
said. 

Jennifer Bates 
scholarship started 

Beginning in the 1982-83 
academic year, a $160 scholar­
ship will be offered annually 
in the name of Jennifer Bates, 
a 1979 SU graduate.

ment on hand. Officials 
estimate the bulk of the re­
maining $7.5 million will come 
fom "planned gifts," such as 
wills, estates, property gifts, 
stocks, bonds and trust gifts. 

Funding for the Century II 
Fund, on the other hand, will 
be solicited primarily from 
SU's alumni and friends. · 

The Development Founda­
tion and Alumni Association 
will conduct a national cam­
paign directed at the 36,000 
SU alumni, including presen­
tations at alumni meetings 
and a mail campaign. 

Local businesses and state 
corporations will also be en­
couraged to contribute to the 
Century II Fund. As incentive 
to contribute to SU, three gift 
clubs have been organized. 
· The Old Main Club will be 

made up of members who con­
tribute $1,000 or more annual­
ly. Contributors who give 
$500 or more may belong 
to the Bison Club while 
donors who give $100 or more 
a year can join the Prairie 
Club. 

Recognition will also be 
given to those donors whose 
gifts reach a specific ac­
cumulated total. This is to 
recognize those people who 
have supported SU in the 
past as well as the present. 

Three Preside·nt 's 
Medallion awards will be 
presented for accumulated 
gifts. 

A Bronze Medallion is 
given for an accumulated gift 
of $10,000 or more, a Silver 
Medallion for a -gift of $50,000 
or more and a Gold Medallion 
for $100,000 or more. 

Recipients of the awards as 
well as all donors to the Cen­
tury II and Centennial En­
dowment Funds will be 
re.cognized at an annual ban-
quet. _ 

All money raised will help 
supplement state appropria­
tions because less than half 
the money the university 
runs on is taxpayer's money.

These two tracks are 
the best on the record. 

The studio versions of 
. these songs are on the first 
self-titled LP, not released in 
the United States. The other 
five songs are from "Metal 
Box," a t hree-record set of 
12-inch singles encased in a 
metal container. 

PIL is not a run-of-the-mill 
band. The music is extremely 
crude in its studio form. It is 
even more crude live. Lydon 
is famous for his remarks to 
the audiences at Pistols con­
certs. 

This album is full of the 
same talk between songs.

the living theater." 

The theater is supported by 
contributors, sponsors, 
season· ticket holders and 
memberships held by both 
private citizens and commer­
cial businesses. 

Membership fa open to all 
residents of · the Fargo­
Moorhead area and surroun­
ding regions. Contributions 
go through the Coordin~ted 
Art Fund, a part of the Lake 
Agassiz Art Council. 

The facility holds up to 300 
people. Thus far, the theater 
has increased attendance 
from 885 to 2,200 in four 
year!!. . 

"FMCT is constantly trying f 
to reach more people with live 
theater," Myers said. 

Five main-stage produc­
tions are held from 
September through May. 

Ten performances are 
given of each play, lasting ap­
proximately two hours .a 
night, including a dress 
rehearsal, open to special ser­
vices. 

Next season, tlte number of 
performances will increase to 
12 performances of a play pro­
d uction. 

During the off-season, the 
summer months, members of 
staff begin planning for the 
next season and put time into 
putting their personal lives 
together. · 

Auditions are held regular-
ly prior to each production in 
the Emma K. Herbst 
Playhouse. These aud~tions 
are open to anyone with a 
desire to perform or for a 
technical assignment. 

"When choosing a season of 
productions, the play-reading 
committee of board members 
and theater staff seek a slate 
of plays that will offer the 
community a balance of 
theatrical experiences." 

Myers said he along with 
the artistic director and other 
theatrical staff, comes up 
with several ideas for plays. 

The ideas are presented to 
board members for discussion 
and selection. · • 

"No play will be enjoyed by 
all people. FMCT spends a 
great deal of time 
deliberating over a vast quan­
tity of scripts in attempting 
to select an interesting" 
season," he said. 

Many changes are fn the 
making for improvement of 
FMCT. The biggest problem 
is space. 

The theater has become too 
small to handle the growing 
demand for live theater by 
the public. 

The next play to be 
presented by FMCT was to 
have been "The Tempest" by 
William Shakespeare. 

However, for the first time 
in the theater1s history, a per­
formance had to be cancelled 
due to lack of men auditioning 
for the 20 male parts.
