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Food and shelter are two basic needs for peo­
ple and other animals. North Dakota is a FOOD 
P RODUCER in a big way . Our 40,000 farms and 
150,000 on-farm people pr oduce enough food to 
feed about 18 to 20 million other Am ericans, or 70 
million people at the food intake level in some 
of the countries where our export gr ain is shipped 
and consumed. This level of production m eans that 
each North Dakota on-farm per son produces 
enough food for 133 other Americans. 

North Dakota r anks second among the st ates 
in producing wheat for bread. Much of ou r h ard 
red spring wheat from North Dakota is blen ded 
with lower quality wheats in the United States 
and around the world to make a better loaf of 
bread. We produce duru m wheat for pasta or 
m acaroni, spaghett i, etc., oats for oatmeal, sugar­
beets for sugar, potatoes for human consumption 
in m any fa m , sunflower for cooking oil and 
snack food and m alting barley for malt foods and 
beverages. Our farmers also produce lots of beef, 
por k, lamb dairy poultry and other livestock 
pr oducts for the food shelf. 

Nor th Dakota has a Wheat Commission, beef 
producers and breed associations, Crop Improve­
ment associations and various commodity and 
farm organizations. But farmers and agriculturists 
here and in other states do not "toot their own 
horn" long enough or loud enough about the im­
portance of the farmet and all agriculturists as 
FOOD PRODUCERS for themselves and the rest 
of society . We should not say "I'm just a farmer, or 
an agriculturist," but "I'M A FARIVIER" or "AN 
AGRICULTURIST" and responsible for the food 
on the grocery shelf that consumers take so much 
for granted as they choose the food to take home 
for themselves and their fami lies. 

Rural America n ow is a small m inority as com­
pared to urban America. Probably about 4 or 5 
per cent of actual on-the-farm producers feed the 
rest of society, but one-fourth or more Americans 
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
